PALM SUNDAY OF THE LORD'S PASSION 

 

 "Pilate addressed them a third time, 'What evil has this 

man done? I found him guilty of no capital crime.'" The 

Palm Sunday Gospel readings present a sad picture of 

grown-ups who succumb to peer pressure. Three times, Pi-

late proclaimed that Jesus was not guilty. But yet, he gave 

in to the mounting pressure from the crowd, whose "voices 

prevailed... and he handed Jesus over to them." Also, during 

the opening Gospel at the procession of palms, we see the 

adoring crowds hailing Jesus as "the king who comes in the 

name of the Lord," but only too soon the chorus changes as 

the voice of the crowd cries out, "Crucify him! Crucify 

him!" What happened to Jesus' loyal supporters? How did 

the mob mentality overtake them all? Then too, we have 

Peter, who in comfortable company with Jesus and his 

friends promised eternal faithfulness. But when others be-

gan asking uncomfortable questions, he caved: "Woman, I 

do not know him." 

 These three scenarios give us a chance to reflect on our 

own faithfulness as we journey into Holy Week. Like Pi-

late, do we know the truth but abandon it when it becomes 

unpopular? Public opinion these days declares much 

Church teaching to have fallen out of favor--will we renege 

like Pilate or stand fast to the faith? The fickle crowds dem-

onstrate another kind of weakness, where instead of think-

ing for themselves, people just followed those around them. 

Are we guilty of this kind of passive intellectual laziness? 

How about Peter's problem: do we change our story based 

on current company, or do we live as consistent Christian 

witnesses in the world? This week, may we have the cour-

age to accompany Jesus all the way to the cross, no matter 

what anyone else may do. 

As he rode along, the people were spreading their 

cloaks on the road; the whole multitude of his disci-

ples began to praise God aloud with joy for all the 

mighty deeds they had seen. - Lk 19:36, 37b 

The Altar Bread & Wine in Sacred Heart is con-

secrated this week for God’s blessing for Lidia 

Sleszynski.

BLESSED EASTER FARE – ŚWIĘCONKA 

 

 On Holy Saturday, the food to be eaten at the Easter 

feast (ham, coils of sausages, cakes of all kinds, in the cen-

ter of which is the homemade coffee cake, Baba, and 

homemade bread, colored eggs, Pisanki, salt and pepper, 

wine, vinegar and horseradish mixed with grated beetroot) 

is blessed at the parish church.  A little of each article of 

food is placed in a small decorated basket.  The basket is 

lined with a white napkin, and another napkin covers the 

food until the church is reached.  Every housewife tries to 

make her basket look the prettiest by tying a decorative bow 

on the handle with a sprig of green or maybe a pretty little 

branch of pussy willows, or little flowers.  The basket is 

carried to the church by the housewives or children. 

 Easter Day (Wielkanoc) opens with Resurrection Mass, 

Rezurekcja.  After the services in church, the family re-

turns home and gathers around the table to eat their break-

fast, consisting of the blessed fare.  An egg is cut into as 

many pieces as there are persons present, with a few extra 

slices for guests who may drop in.  Each person takes a 

piece of the “blessed egg” as it is passed by the head of the 

household, exchanging greetings of Wesołego Alleluja – 

Happy Easter, and wishes for a long life and happiness. 

 

QUESTIONS ON THE PASCHAL TRIDUUM 

 

WHEN DOES THE TRIDUUM BEGIN AND END? 

The Easter Triduum begins with the evening Mass of the 

Lord’s Supper, reaches its high point in the Easter Vigil and 

closes with evening prayer on Easter Sunday. 

 

MAY ANOTHER MASS BESIDES THE MASS OF THE LORD’S 

SUPPER BE CELEBRATED ON HOLY THURSDAY? 

Ordinarily, no other Mass may be celebrated on Holy 

Thursday.  However, by way of exception, the local Ordi-

nary may permit another Mass in churches and oratories to 

be celebrated in the evening, and, in the case of genuine 

necessity, even in the morning.  Such Masses are provided 

for those who in no way are able to participate in the eve-

ning Mass. 

 

HOW ARE THE HOLY OILS, CONSECRATED AND BLESSED 

ON HOLY THURSDAY, TO BE RECEIVED IN THE PARISH? 

A reception of the oils may take place at the Mass of the 

Lord’s Supper.  The oils, in suitable vessels, are carried in 

the procession of the gifts, before the bread and wine, by 

members of the assembly.  A text for this can be found in 

the Sacramentary Supplement 2004 recently published by 

Catholic Book Publishing Company. 

 

WHEN SHOULD THE CELEBRATION OF THE LORD’S PAS-

SION TAKE PLACE? 

Normally, it should take place in the afternoon, at about 

three o’clock to enable people to assemble more easily.  

However, pastoral discretion may indicate a time shortly 

after midday, or in the late evening, though never later than 

nine o’clock.  Depending on the size and nature of a parish 

or other community, the local ordinary may permit the ser-

vice to be repeated. 

 

DOES THE CHURCH ENCOURAGE ANY OTHER LITURGI-

CAL CELEBRATIONS ON GOOD FRIDAY? 

On this day, the Office of Readings and Morning Prayer 

could appropriately be celebrated with the participation of 

the people in the churches. 

 

DO DEVOTIONS HAVE A PARTICULAR IMPORTANCE IN 

GOOD FRIDAY? 

The Directory on Popular Piety and the Liturgy (2002) pro-

vides the proper perspective in paragraphs 142-145.  

Clearly the central celebration of this day is the Good Fri-

day Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion.  In no way should mani-

festations of popular piety, either by the time or manner in 

which they are convoked substitute for this solemn liturgi-

cal action.  Nor should aspects of the various acts of piety 

be mixed with the Good Friday celebration, creating a hy-

brid.  In recent times, Passion Processions and celebrations 

of the Stations of the Cross and Passion Plays have become 

more common.  In such representations, actors and specta-

tors can be involved in a moment of faith and genuine piety.  

Care should be taken, however, to point out to the faithful 

that Passion Plays are a representation which is commemo-

rative and they are very different from “liturgical actions” 

which are anamnesis, or the mysterious presence of the re-

demptive event of the Passion.

Pope Francis appointed New Jersey native Reverend 

Monsignor James F. Checchio, 49, to serve as the fifth 

bishop of the Roman Catholic Diocese of Metuchen. 

He succeeds Bishop Paul G. Bootkoski, 75, whose res-

ignation from the pastoral care of the Diocese of Me-

tuchen has been accepted by Pope Francis. 

 

Once installed, the newly appointed bishop will lead 

more than 640,000 Catholics in the four-county dio-

cese comprised of Middlesex, Somerset, Hunterdon 

and Warren counties. He will oversee 90 parishes, 26 

Catholic schools, two Catholic cemeteries, Catholic 

Charities-Diocese of Metuchen, the diocesan-

sponsored St. Peter’s University Hospital and the 

Catholic Center at Rutgers University.
