 "Jesus told them, 'Fill the jars with water.' So 

they filled them to the brim." And then look what hap-

pened! The water became wine! And not only that, but 

it became "the good wine." Jesus transformed plain 

water into the very best wine served at that wedding 

feast in Cana. And he can do the same with our lives. 

 Sometimes, we come to Jesus with empty jars. 

We feel we have nothing to offer, that our efforts have 

failed and our energy has run dry. It may seem impos-

sible that anything good could come out of our situa-

tion. Even our hope has often disappeared in these mo-

ments. But today's Gospel should restore our confi-

dence; we don't need to work the miracle. We just 

need to "do whatever he tells" us. 

 In many cases, this will mean doing something 

that doesn't make sense on the surface. The servers 

were probably skeptical that filling their jugs with wa-

ter would have any benefit. But they did it anyway. 

And they did it wholeheartedly, filling them up "to the 

brim." In our moments of emptiness, we too need to do 

what Jesus asks of us, all the way, without reservation. 

We need to continue to pray (even when we don't hear 

an answer). We need to continue to participate in the 

sacraments (even when they don't seem to help). We 

need to continue to follow the commandments (even 

when they strike us as difficult or irrelevant). We need 

to continue to love our neighbors (even when they 

don't love us back). All of this is like pouring water 

into those jars. We simply need to do what Jesus asks 

of us and then allow him to do the rest. Only when we 

are willing to follow his directions can he transform 

our emptiness into an overabundance of joy. 

When the wine ran short, the mother of Jesus said to 

him, "They have no wine." And Jesus said to her, 

"Woman, how does your concern affect me? My 

hour has not yet come." His mother said to the serv-

ers, "Do whatever he tells you." - Jn 2:3-5
