� When we awoke this morning, we found ourselves 

blessed with another day. It is Easter Sunday. As that 

thought crossed our minds, did we find ourselves saying 

“so what” or “alleluia”?

Faith 

makes a huge difference. It not only makes a difference in 

how we understand today and the significance of what we 

celebrate, it also makes a huge difference in terms of how 

we understand ourselves.�

� Succeed, live well, be productive, find your niche, follow 

your dreams, make money, protect your social status, be 

politically correct, and keep your preferences to yourself 

are pretty good examples of the messages our secular life 

wants us to hear. In and of themselves, they don’t sound all 

that harmful. But when really examined, they are. The life 

of resurrection embodied in the Gospel tells us a much dif-

ferent story.�

� Life keeps us busy. We are always connected, distracted, 

occupied, and working. For many of us, an agenda awaits 

us before we even start our day, and unfinished stuff is 

brought with us when we retire at night. Make the best of 

life and “find your own road to happiness are messages we 

all too easily believe. The “so what” response to the new 

life of resurrection is often the result of believing that life is 

only what I make it. What God has to say isn’t important to 

me securing my next raise.�

� Sadly, we live as if the grave is the end. While we may 

give the wonder of heaven a blink now and then, its glory 

really doesn’t impress us or matter all that much. It’s all 

about the here and now and what I need to do today to get 

where I want to be tomorrow. We tend to put off consider-

ing the one significant “tomorrow” that will come the milli-

second after we take our last breath. When that happens, 

will we want to be thinking “so what?” or “alleluia”?�

� There is only one Jesus, one mission, and one resurrec-

tion. There is also only one of us. Have you ever pondered 

what one solitary, humble human life can do? Faith, not our 

world, tells us how special we are. We are not robots. We 

are not replaceable. We have one shot. There are no do�

overs. Love is at our core and unites us together as one with 

the God of love who so desperately wants us to be with 

Him forever. This may not match our secular agenda, but it 

ought to make our true inner agenda leap for joy. There 

doesn’t need to be an end. I can live forever. Alleluia!�

Temporary Suspension of Public Masses�

All public Masses throughout the Diocese of Metuchen will be 

temporarily suspended Scheduled Masses will be celebrated daily 

by priests privately to fulfill intentions.�

�

Livestreaming of Masses/Stations� Given Governor Murphy’s 

executive order � only the resident clergy and one technician may 

be present for any live�streamed Mass/Prayer Service.�

�

Adoration and Private Prayer�

Sacred Heart church will remain open from 8:00a.m. till 3:00p.m. 

for prayer, private devotion and adoration of the Blessed Sacra-

ment. Praying in large groups should be avoided. In all situations, 

participants are encouraged to observe social distancing practic-

es, recommending 3�6 feet of space between participants inside 

church spaces. Please bring your own disinfectant wipes to wipe 

down your space where you are praying.�

Temporary Suspension of Penance Services�

The Sacrament of Penance will remain available according to 

need (call parish office to make appointment). �

�

Funerals, Weddings and Baptisms�

Public funeral Masses, weddings, baptisms and other gatherings 

are now prohibited by the Governor’s executive order.�

�

Funerals � while a public memorial can be scheduled for a later 

date, the burial of the dead will need to occur before that date � 

our cemeteries will remain open subject to some changes of 

hours due to staffing concerns. A committal service should take 

place outside in the cemetery or outside of Mausoleum with the 

priest and must be limited to 10 persons. The pastor/priest will 

celebrate a private Mass without a congregation on the day of 

burial, if no public memorial is scheduled and/or if the family 

requests it, and the priest will inform the family that he has or 

will do so.�

Baptisms �

All baptisms are to be postponed except in the case of emergen-

cy. A reminder ALL HOLY WATER IS TO BE REMOVED 

FROM THE CHURCH.�

Anointing of the Sick�

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick will remain available 

for true emergencies only. �

First Penance, First Holy Communion and Confirmation�
