20TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

"The Jews quarreled among themselves, say-
ing, 'How can this man give us his flesh to eat?" To-
day's Gospel continues Jesus' Bread of Life discourse
where he emphasizes over and over again that his fol-
lowers are to "eat the flesh of the Son of Man and
drink his blood." Not surprisingly, his listeners don't
know what to make of this mysterious teaching. So the
quarrels begin. We can imagine what was being said:
"He's just using analogies," one man would suggest.
"No! He says it's 'true food' and 'true drink,'" another
would reply. Others would accuse Jesus of blasphem-
ing, while still others would assert that they believe
every word he says. And so it went.

This scene is all too common. People encounter
a difficult teaching of the faith--one that is challenging
to fulfill or difficult to believe--and so they argue
about it or rationalize it away instead of just accepting
it and living according to it. On a large scale, these
sorts of arguments are what lead to the breakdown of
Christian unity. Time and time again in history, when a
group of people disagrees about a Christian teaching,
they splinter off and define their own set of beliefs.
Not only does this harm the harmony of the Christian
community, but it makes it too easy to avoid the tough
parts of the faith.

Some of the things Jesus wants us to do are dif-
ficult--like respecting God's plan for sexuality or con-
trolling our urges for unrestrained pleasure, power, or
profit. Some of the things Jesus taught us are mysteri-
ous--like the teaching that the Eucharist is truly his
body and blood. But thankfully he has given us his
Holy Spirit to help us understand and do what we
should. Let's not waste our time arguing about the
faith. Let's just live it.

On June 2, 1835, Giuseppe Melchi-
orre Sarto saw the light of earth at
Riesi, Province of Treviso, in Ven-
ice; on August 20, 1914, he saw the
| light of heaven; and on May 29,
1954, he who had become the two
hundred fifty-ninth pope was canon-
ized St. Pius X.

Two of the most outstanding accom-
plishments of this saintly Pope were
the inauguration of the liturgical renewal and the
restoration of frequent communion from child-
hood. He also waged an unwavering war against
the heresy and evils of Modernism, gave great im-
petus to biblical studies, and brought about the
codification of Canon Law. His overriding con-
cern was to renew all things in Christ.

Above all, his holiness shone forth conspicuously.
From St. Pius X we learn again that "the folly of
the Cross", simplicity of life, and humility of heart
are still the highest wisdom and the indispensable
conditions of a perfect Christian life, for they are
the very source of all apostolic fruitfulness.

His last will and testament bears the striking sen-
tence: "I was born poor, I have lived in poverty,
and I wish to die poor." His feast day is August 21.

St. Bernard, Abbot and Doctor of

the Church St. Bernard was born

of noble parentage in Burgundy,

France, in the castle of Fontaines

near Dijon. Under the care of his

pious parents he was sent at an
~ early age to a college at Chatillon,
where he was conspicuous for his remarkable piety
and spirit of recollection. At the same place he entered
upon the studies of theology and Holy Scripture. After
the death of his mother, fearing the snares and tempta-
tions of the world, he resolved to embrace the newly
established and very austere institute of the Cistercian
Order, of which he was destined to become the great-
est ornament. He also persuaded his brothers and sev-
eral of his friends to follow his example. In 1113, St.
Bernard, with thirty young noblemen, presented him-
self to the holy Abbot, St. Stephen, at Citeaux. After a
novitiate spent in great fervor, he made his profession
in the following year. His superior soon after, seeing
the great progress he had made in the spiritual life, sent
him with twelve monks to found a new monastery,
which afterward became known as the celebrated Ab-
bey of Clairvaux. St. Bernard was at once appointed
Abbot and began that active life which has rendered
him the most conspicuous figure in the history of the
12th century. He founded numerous other monasteries,
composed a number of works and undertook many
journeys for the honor of God. Several Bishoprics
were offered him, but he refused them all. The reputa-
tion of St. Bernard spread far and wide; even the Popes
were governed by his advice. He was commissioned
by Pope Eugene III to preach the second Crusade. In
obedience to the Sovereign Pontiff he traveled through
France and Germany, and aroused the greatest enthusi-
asm for the holy war among the masses of the popula-
tion. The failure of the expedition raised a great storm
against the saint, but he attributed it to the sins of the
Crusaders. St. Bernard was eminently endowed with
the gift of miracles. He died on August 20, 1153. His
feast day is August 20.
